Some 2015 F-150 vehicles built on or before 8/31/2015 may exhibit an analog speedometer needle that sticks and/or
indicates a vehicle speed while the vehicle is in park.

ACTION
Follow the Service Procedure steps to correct the condition.

SERVICE PROCEDURE

1. Does the digital speedometer within the information display read correctly?

a. Yes - proceed to Step 2.

b. No - this article does not apply. Refer to the Workshop Manual (WSM), Section 413-01 for normal diagnostics.

2. Replace the instrument panel cluster (IPC). Refer to the WSM, Section 413-01.
